Lent and Me 
By Pastor Snider 

In the month of February I had the 
opportunity to do a study on Lent 
and the many traditions that our de-
nomination observes in our worship 
as we prepare for the celebration of 
Easter. 

The forty days of Lent are really 
more than forty days.  There are 20 
days in February and 24 days in 
March prior to Maundy Thursday.  
Then we add the 3 days of the trial 
and crucifixion before Easter the to-
tal is really 47 days start to finish 
Lent.  It can equal forty many differ-
ent ways but the tradition we follow 
is to not count the Sundays because 
they are not considered to be fasting 
days. 

The meaning and reason for the forty 
days is to observe and remember the 
days when Christ fasted in the desert 
and following those 
days of fasting He 
was tempted by 
the Devil.  In rever-
ence to the suffer-
ing which we put 
Christ through with 
our sins we ac-
knowledge these 
days as a period of reflection on 
those sins of ours and our repen-
tance for having sinned. 

Those things, which the Devil offered 
to Christ, included the same things 
that tempt us.  If you recall the first 
thing Christ was offered was bread.  
It wasn't a free lunch because it was 
offered as a challenge.  Matthew 4:3  
"If you are the Son of God commands 
these stones to become loaves of 
ōǊŜŀŘΦέ 

The second challenge was for Christ 
to throw himself to the ground 
knowing that God would not let any 

other for a principle and the results 
are consuming and usually lead to 
some level of tragedy.  We are 
taught that there are principles for 
which we are to stand but they are 
to be based on Heavenly principles 
and not earthly reasons. 

Some in our congregation and family 
have resisted the use of medical 
care.  It is a blessing that these medi-
cal people have the knowledge and 
the medical equipment to care for 
our bodies even in such common 
conditions as the flu but we put our-
selves at risk by taking chances and 
ignoring the symptoms that the body 
gives to us. 

The last temptation that the Devil 
put before Christ was property and 
possessions.  This too is a problem 
for each one of us.  We don't ever 
have enough fame or fortune.  We 
often look longingly at the posses-
sions and talents of other people and 
try to figure out how to become the 
proud owner of such property or 
fame.  We look at the tournaments 
and competition between schools 
and look for the glory that comes to 
a person who scores the most or is 
the MVP.  These are all ways that the 
Devil will draw you away from God 
and they are the things that you are 
to consider in your daily meditation 
during the season of Lent. 

The Devil left and went away be-
cause Christ said to him it is written, 
"Worship the Lord your God and 
serve only Him.  It is through Christ 
that we reach the end of our Lenten 
period. 

Christ was raised from the dead and 
since that happened we are no 
longer judged by the confusion that 
comes from temptation.  We, 
through our devotions and prayer, 
come to God and are then able to 
realize the joy of serving him.

danger come to His Son.  Christ knew 
that such a challenge was putting his 
life in danger and God His Father to 
the test. 

The third challenge for tempting 
Christ was to take Him to a high 
mountain and offer to give such pos-
sessions as far as they both could 
see.  This could be His kingdom but 
again there was a price to pay.  Christ 
was to bow down and worship the 
Devil. 

These are not the only temptations 
that will come before us in our time 
of celebration of Lent but these 
three will include many distractions 
and temptations that we will face on 
a regular basis. 

Most of us will do what ever it takes 
to keep from missing a meal.  We 
look forward to special foods and 
desert and not consider the price 
that we have paid for this meal or 
who might have needed it more than 

us.  The Wednes-
day Lenten meals 
have the signifi-
cance of being 
soup this year to 
depict the poor 
meal of making a 
little bit go a long 
way. 

The next challenge that the Devil put 
before Christ was to put himself in 
danger.  This we do more often than 
we realize.  We travel long distances 
in our car and many times with out 
proper sleep.  We pray for God's pro-
tection in all that we do and yet 
there are so many times that we do 
foolish things that endanger our-
selves and others around us.  We 
trust in the Lord to care for us but we 
don't pay attention to the testing 
that we put Him through. 

Lately we have seen many cases of 
rage.  One person will confront an-
