
obedience of Christ is recognizing that 
God does provide. The Lord’s Prayer 
teaches us to pray for daily bread. 
Praying this day in and day out re-
minds us that the Lord is the giver of 
our daily bread, and that we are to 
gives thanks for His daily provision of 
it.  

God is rarely early and never late in His 
work, as Abraham learned, “on the 
mount of the Lord it will be pro-
vided” (Gen. 22:14). The Lord’s gener-
osity forms our generosity in return. 
Thus, we set aside for the work of God 
a generous, first-fruits, proportion of 
the daily bread that God has given to 
us. This act of trust in the Lord’s provi-
sion is the working out of our faith in 
Him.  

When budgetary discussions pop up, 
our natural reaction is to point fingers. 
But remember your doctrine, and what 
your mother taught about pointing 
fingers. Our first natural reaction is not 
always right. In fact, when our 
thoughts are brought into captivity of 
Christ, our first reaction should be re-
pentance.  

It should raise questions in our own 
lives. As good trees in Christ who are 
to bear good fruit, we should ask 
whether our thoughts are taken cap-
tive by obedience to Christ. Have we 
given generously? Have we given our 
first-fruits? You know. And God knows. 
“For the eyes of the Lord run to and fro

St. Paul, before he spends two chap-
ters on giving, wrote that every 
thought is to be taken captive to the 
obedience of Christ (2 Cor. 10:5).  

Doctrine matters. And doctrine mat-
ters because the Scriptures matter. 
And the Scriptures matter because this 
is where we learn the teaching of 
Christ. Our thoughts must be brought 
into line with the teaching of Scripture 
so that our work is what God wants 
done and so that we do this work in 
His way. 

A good tree bears good fruit. A bad 
tree bears bad fruit. We have been 
made good trees in holy baptism. We 
are fertilized and pruned for bearing 
good fruit by constantly hearing God’s 
Word preached and taught in sermon 
and Bible Class and in receiving the life
-giving, faith-sustaining food of the 
Lord’s Supper. Remember your doc-
trine, hold on to the Lord’s teaching, 
and your thoughts will be taken cap-
tive to the obedience of Christ.

A bad year for Hollywood 

The movie world had a bad year in 
2017. Not only were a raft of filmmak-
ers and entertainers brought down by 
revelations of sexual harassment and 
sexual abuse, but ticket sales were also 
at their lowest level in 25 years. 

The moral malaise — which is report-
edly causing nervousness, heightened 
awareness and a clampdown on the 
Hollywood party scene — seems ac-
companied by a creative malaise. Stu-
dios keep churning out remakes, se-
quels and prequels, as if no one can 
think of a new idea. Filmmakers mine 
the comic books of their childhood 
looking for characters they cannot cre-
ate on their own. Instead of devising 
interesting plots, they string together 
special effects. 

To be sure, there are exceptions, and 
good films are still being made. But the 
public, which is increasingly turning to 
Netflix as an alternative to both movie 
theaters and network TV, is buying 
fewer tickets to see them.

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Children, in effect, have two different 
sets of parents. Parents have children 
who are “his,” “hers” and “ours.” Such 
families, on the average, are 66 per-
cent bigger than traditional families. 

“Blending” extends the family in com-
plex ways, especially when you factor 
in multiple sets of grandparents, uncles 
and aunts, cousins and step-siblings. 

This is nothing new. When women 
commonly died in childbirth and both 
men and women frequently died of 
untreatable illness, widows and wid-
owers would often remarry, blending 
their families. But blended families 
from remarriage in either circumstance 
— death or divorce — bring unique 
challenges, tensions and complications 
for those involved. 

Does moving the U.S. embassy fulfill 
Bible prophecy? 

President Trump ordered that the U.S. 
embassy in Israel be moved to the 
capital city of Jerusalem. Ever since the 
Six Day War in 1967, when Israel occu-
pied the city and moved its capital 
there, most nations have kept their 
embassies in the old capital of Tel Aviv 
out of concern for Arab sensitivities. 
The American action, designed to show 
support for Israel, has sparked criticism 
from U.S. allies and violent protests 
from Muslims worldwide. 

But some groups have applauded the 
American recognition of Jerusalem as 
Israel’s capital for religious reasons. 
Christians who see the Bible as a code 
for predicting the End Times, as well as 
some radical Jews, believe that the re-
establishment of Jerusalem will be 
followed by the rebuilding of the Tem-
ple, the resumption of sacrifices, and a 
new imposition of Mosaic law. After 
that, Christ will return (or, for Jews, the 
Messiah will appear for the first time). 

Lutherans, in contrast, believe that the 
Bible is for our salvation, bringing us to 
Christ through Law and Gospel, rather 
than being a cryptogram for current 
events.

Sowing the Word of God through  
technology 

People who pull out their cell phones dur-
ing sermons and Bible studies are not nec-
essarily checking their texts. They are very 
likely reading the Scriptures by means of 
their Bible apps. 

The most popular is YouVersion, a free 
download that was one of the original 
staples of the first app store. Today You-
Version is on some 300 million phones in 
every nation in the world. It now offers 
the Word of God in 1,169 languages. Even 
people in countries where the Bible is 
hard to come by or outlawed are 
downloading the Scriptures in their own 
languages. Last year alone, YouVersion 
downloads shot up 255 percent in Iraq, 
228 percent in India, and 243 percent in 
Mozambique. 

Today people in developing countries may 
live in poverty and primitive-seeming con-
ditions, and yet they often have a smart 
phone. Christians used to plot how to 
smuggle Bibles into closed countries. But 
today God is using information technology 
to sow the Word of God, just as the print-
ing press did in Luther’s time. 

YouVersion was originally a project started 
by a congregation in Edmond, Oklahoma.
