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— WHO, ME? —
How do you know?

Unsure of yourself? Not ready
to act or to speak out about
your life in Christ? Feel as
though you lack courage?
You're in good company. Vari-
ous personalities in the Old
Testament fit the same cate-

gory.

Moses 1s one of the greatest
men of faith, yet he tried to
negotiate his way around fac-
ing Pharaoh and representing
God's people. "Who am I that I
should go to Pharaoh, and
bring the sons of Israel out of
Egypt?" Moses asked in Exo-
dus 3:11. Then he was assured
that God would "be with
you" (verse 14).

Moses didn't think the people
would believe that God sent
him (3:13) or that God had
talked to him (4:1). Finally,
Moses said he was not elo-
quent. (4:10). The Lord reacted
with patience and love, encour-
aging Moses through signs (his
walking staff turned into a
snake and his hand was cov-
ered with leprosy, then each
reverted back to normal, 4:2-9).

As for the inability to be elo-
quent, God stated, "Who has
made man's mouth? Who
makes him dumb, or deaf, or
seeing, or blind? Is it not I, the
Lord? Now therefore go, and I
will be with your mouth and
teach you what you shall
speak" (4:11). Even though the
Lord provided help from
Aaron, Moses apparently did a
significant amount of talking
to Pharaoh as time progressed.

When Gideon was chosen by
the Lord to deliver Israel from
the hand of its enemy, Gideon
balked (Judges 6:15, 16). He
wasn't sure if he was the best
choice. Yet, the Lord assured
Gideon of His presence. The
Lord was with him. As a re-
sult, Gideon did great things
for God and His people.

The prophet Jeremiah also was
fearful to speak, but the Lord
provided the courage and the
words (Jeremiah 1:6-9). The
Word of God filled Jeremiah's
work and witness in mighty
ways.

When people of God are unsure
of themselves, not ready to act,
or feel as though they lack
courage, then the mighty
words of Scripture can ring in
their hearts: "I sought the
Lord, and He answered me,
and delivered me from all my
fears. Look to Him and be radi-
ant; so your faces shall never
be ashamed" (Psalm 34:4, 5). It
was a true statement in Old
Testament times, and because
of God's Son, Jesus Christ, it's
just as true today.

God provides the words we
need in the situations that He
puts before us and as we par-
ticipate in Mission Moments
He proves over and over that
through His death comes new
life. It is not just for those who
trust in eternity, but also for
those people we introduce Him
to by sharing our faith.

"Before a word is on my tongue
you know it completely, O
LORD. You hem me in-behind
and before; you have laid your
hand upon me." Psalm 139:4-5

Dear Lord, I thank you that
you know my heart. You know

my intentions. You know what
1s important to me and you
know what makes me anxious.
Please take full control of those
things, which I've started on
my own. Please turn each one
of them around so they will be
holy and pleasing to you. O
Lord, if T am going in the
wrong direction stop them
completely. I thank you that
you know everything about me
and you still love me com-
pletely. Please point out to me
anything in me that offend you
and lead me along the path of
everlasting life. Amen.

You can use the current events
even sports we are unfamiliar
with as a conversation starter
seeking to understand more
clearly. Paul encourages us to
run the race but he discour-
ages us from focusing on the
prize that can be stolen or that
will decay.

It is not possible to predict who
will win sporting events; in
fact those who have made pre-
dictions about other peoples
efforts have come away embar-
rassed. You who know Jesus by
virtue of His power in you are
a prophet and can make a
promise to all who will hear
your witness that they too are
among those for whom dJesus
died. Their hearing your
words of faith is the first step
to their knowing His promises
and believing is the step when
the power of the Holy Spirit
makes all He has done their
prize for the race they are run-
ning on earth.

Have courage, speak about Je-
sus Christ and how important
He is in your life.
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The LCMS Liturgy From the Editor: This is the next part in my

series of Parts of the Liturqy taken from the
LCMS website.

The Offertory

"What shall I render to the
Lord?" Truth 1is, we have
nothing to render him. We
brought nothing into this
world, and we will take nothing
with us when we depart. As
Jesus so poignantly tells us,
our treasures are already
stored up for us in heaven
(Matt. 6:19-21).

There is, however, an offering
that we do make, both now in
our worship and one day in
heaven itself. It is the sacrifice
of thanksgiving as we call on
the name of the Lord (Ps.
116:17). In the Apology to the
Augsburg Confession (Article
24), this eucharistic sacrifice is
carefully distinguished from
the propitiatory sacrifice of
Christ. The sacrifice for sins
belongs to him alone. Every

time we try to grab that honor
for ourselves, we come up short--
very short. But when we recog-
nize our rightful place--that we
are on the receiving end of God's
merciful goodness--then the
sacrifice of thanksgiving cannot
help but pour forth from our lips
as we give our thanks to the One
who gave everything for us.

The giving of our firstfruits,
whether it is money or posses-
sions, time or talents, is also a
part of this sacrifice of thanks-
giving. Our mouths cannot
remain separated from the rest
of our bodies. If the thanksgiv-
ing is flowing from our lips, then
it will also find expression in the
giving of our very selves for the
sake of Christ and the neighbor.

These amounts are deposited into an account here in
the states and our mission sites receive regular quar-
