  1.  1 CORINTHIANS 11:27-30  27 Whoever, therefore, eats the bread  
       or drinks the cup of the Lord in an unworthy manner will be guilty  
       concerning the body and blood of the Lord. 28 Let a person examine  
       himself, then, and so eat of the bread and drink of the cup. 29 For  
       anyone who eats and drinks without discerning the body eats and  
       drinks judgment on himself. 30 That is why many of you are weak  
       and ill, and some have died. 
 
  2.  EXODUS 20:1-17  (Original giving of the 10 Commandments) 
    
 D. Leaving the worship service for non-emergency reasons before Holy Communion.  
  
 E. Falling from grace due to avoidance of the Lord's Supper

  1. 1 CORINTHIANS 1:10  I appeal to you, brothers, by the name of  
      our Lord Jesus Christ, that all of you agree, and that there be  
      no divisions among you, but that you be united in the same mind and  
      the same judgment. 
 
  2. 1 CORINTHIANS 11:27-30  Whoever, therefore, eats the bread or  
       drinks the cup of the Lord in an unworthy manner will be guilty concerning  
       the body and blood of the Lord.  Let a person examine himself, then, eat of  
       the bread and drink of the cup.  For anyone who eats and drinks without  
       discerning the body eats and drinks judgment on himself. That is why many  
       of you are weak and ill, and some have died.

  3. HEBREWS 10:25  24 And let us consider how to stir up one  
       another to love and good works, 25 not neglecting to meet together,  
       as is the habit of some, but encouraging one another, and all the  
       more as you see the Day drawing near. 
   
 B. Great Commission is all about MAKING DISCIPLES … not Church Members 
 
  1.  MATTHEW 28:19-20  19 Go therefore and make disciples of all  
      nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the  
      Holy Spirit, 20 teaching them to observe all that I have commanded you.  
      And behold, I am with you always, to the end of the age. 
 
  2. DISCIPLE (μαθητής) - a highly committed learner and follower (from  
       μανθάνω - to learn, study, be instructed
